When you purchase or try Xray, often you already have one or more projects you're working on and you want to test. Xray provides the ability to transform
a regular project into an Xray Test Project without having to configure anything manually, even if you have custom schemes.

The allowed groups to add Xray Issue Types can be defined
in this setting.
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Issue types

Keep track of different types of issues, such as bugs or tasks. Each issue type can be configured differently.

Issues can follow processes that mirror your team's practices. A workllow defines the sequence of steps that an issue will
follow, .g. *In Progress", "Resolved"

Screens

Screens allow you to arrange the fields to be displayed for an issue. Different screens can be used when an issue is created,

viewed, edited, or transitioned through a workflow.

Fields

Differant issues can have different information fields. A field configuration defines how fields behave for the project, e.q.
required/optional: hidden/visible.
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For software projects, JIRA allows you to irack different versions, e.g. 1.0, 2.0. Issuies can be assigned o versions.

Roles
JIRA enables you to allocate particular people to specific roles in your project. Roles are used when defining other
settings, like notifications and permissions.
Project Lead: @ admin
Default Assignee: Unassigned
Roles: View Project Roles

@ Permissions

Project permissions aliow you to control who can access your project, and what they can do, €.g. "Work on Issues”.
Access to individual issues is granted to peopie by issue permissions.

Schems: Default software scheme
Issues: None

L‘A Notifications

JIRA can notify the appropriate people of particular events in your project, e.g. "Issue Commented". You can choose
specific people, groups, or roles to receive notifications.

Scheme: Default Notification Scheme
Email: No mall server configured
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Note that reverting this action is not as straightforward because Xray does not know what configuration your project prior to adding the Xray
Issue Types. Thus, you would have to reconfigure your schemes manually to remove the Xray Issue Types.
